further 12 months.

	 A ‘Podular’ home was completed in Nowra, 

built by Corrective Services Industries 
through their Gundi program. It provided 
7,170 hours of training and employment to 
Aboriginal inmates.

On time 
submission rates are trending up by 7.4%.
